SCHEDULING CONTINUED….  
MAINTAINING A FULL SCHEDULE

All Newton students taking college credit courses, on a college campus or online, must be full-time students (12 semester hours). If you are not 
a full-time student you must attend classes at Newton High School.

3,4, or 5 Classes (12 or more hours) None
4 Classes (less than 12 hours)    1*
3 Classes (less than 12 hours)    2*
2 Classes (at least 4 hours)    3*
1 Class (at least 3 hours)                 4*

*The maximum number of credits (discussed in earlier slides) may affect the number of classes a student is required to take at 
Newton HS.



SCHEDULING CONTINUED….
DUAL LEARNING OPTION

Juniors and Seniors who have 1st, 2nd, 7th, or 8th period study halls will be allowed to enroll in the 
Dual Learning Option during their study hall time frame, where students will be able to leave 
campus during that time. However, this time is not to exceed two periods per day and 10 periods per 
week unless they are taking 3 or more CC+ courses. Students will be required to sign in and out of 
the office each day in order to maintain accurate attendance records. The students enrolled in the 
Dual Learning Option will not be counted absent as it is the school’s expectation that they will be 
working on school activities during all school hours and will receive credit for a full day of school. If 
at any time a student misuses this privilege or fails to maintain a ‘B’ average, he/she will lose this 
privilege.

EVIDENCE OF ENLISTMENT:

ENLISTMENT/REENLISTMENT (DD FORM 4) ENLISTMENT CONTRACT. 

**AFTER TAKING AND ACHIEVING THE REQUIRED SCORE ON THE ASVAB AND COMPLETING THE OATH 
OF ENLISTMENT INTO THE DELAYED TRAINING PROGRAM, EACH RECRUIT SIGNS AND IS PROVIDED A 
COPY OF HIS OR HER DEPARTMENT DEFENSE FORM ENLISTMENT/REENLISTMENT (DD FORM 4) 
ENLISTMENT CONTRACT. THIS IS THE SAME FOR ALL BRANCHES OF SERVICES. STUDENTS MUST

COMMUNITY SERVICE - LOCAL
HOW TO EARN…

 
 

Complete a community service project aligned with the guidelines adopted by the student’s local 
board of education.

A quality community service experience achieves the following:
1. Provides students with an opportunity to demonstrate critical thinking, leadership, 

professionalism, knowledge, and social and emotional skills.
2. Gives students the opportunity to gain valuable work skills and explore possible career options in 

the public, nonprofit and philanthropic sectors.
3. Helps students make connections in their community.
4. Introduces the students to the needs of their community and promotes an understanding of civic 

engagement and how valuable it is to the community and the individuals within the community.

GUIDELINES…
A student may earn a Community Service Seal by completing a minimum of forty (40) hours of 
community service during high school in a quality community service experience.
Community service experiences must be approved by the District’s designated community service 
advisor in advance. At the completion of the community service hours, the students will be required to 
confirm with the community service organization’s supervisor via a signature and finally the hours and 
signature must be approved by the District’s designated community service advisor.



FINE & PERFORMING ARTS - LOCAL
HOW TO EARN…

 

 

Demonstrate skill in the fine or performing arts according to an evaluation aligned with the 
guidelines adopted by the student’s local board of education.

GUILDELINES…

A student must complete one of the following:
Earn two (2) credits of approved fine arts program electives in one (1) of the following disciplines: 
visual arts, or music, during high school.
Complete one (1) full credit of a fine art (band, choir, or a visual arts course) and successfully 
participate in one (1) additional fine art related extracurricular experience through Newton High 
School (Including but not limited to drama club, art club, or pep band). Successful participation is 
defined as engagement in at least seventy-five percent (75%) of the group’s activities. The 
activities for each group will be determined and reported by the group’s advisor.
 



STUDENT ENGAGEMENT - LOCAL
HOW TO EARN…  

 
Participate in extracurricular activities such as athletics, clubs, or student government to a meaningful extent, as 
determined by guidelines adopted by the student’s local board of education.

GUIDELINES…

Students must participate in at least two (2) board approved 
extracurricular activities during high school. Eligible activities 
include participation in an athletic program, recognized school club 
(including school clubs at Upper Valley Career Center and Miami 
Valley Career Technology Center), or student government.
In order for participation to count toward earning a seal, successful 
participation is defined as engagement in at least seventy-five 
percent (75%) of the group’s activities. The activities for each group 
will be determined and reported by the group’s advisor.
